Sheriff’s Report — Deputy Jerrod Cox provided the attached report. Deputy Cox also noted that
the Sheriff’s Department has a suspect in the recent storage unit break in’s in the area in
custody. Deputy Cox also noted the Highway C cleanup project is continuing.

Chairman’s report — Chairman Schulteis reported that he attended a Hazard Mitigation Public
Info meeting in West Bend on August 10, 2016. Chairman Schulteis also noted that the County
Highway Dept will be requesting a list of roads in the Town of Polk that should have pavement
markings applied. Attached map with proposed selected roads was provided to the Board and
members were asked to direct changes or questions to Chairman Schulteis or Roy Wenninger.
